3. CONTRIBUTION TO AHAEC: List ways that you have
volunteered within AHAEC or at club sponsored events for
as many years as possible. Please include the date, name of
the event and how you volunteered.

This award is open to all current AHAEC members who were a
minimum of age 18 as of Jan. 1, 2009, and will be attending a post-
secondary institution for Sept. 2009.

The winner of this award will receive $300.00 to go towards
his/her post-secondary education.
